COURT ORDERED SUPERVISED POSSESSION


On _________________, the Court after hearing evidence in the above styled case enters the following Orders.

Definitions


In this Order the following definitions apply.

(a)
“The Monitor” means Angel House.  The Monitor’s office is located at 1721 East Avenue, Katy, Texas 77493 and The Monitor’s telephone number is 281-392-5525 and the facsimile is 281-392-2501.

Visiting Party means ________________________________________________.

(c)
Custodial Party means _______________________________________________.

Court Ordered Supervised Visitation


The Court orders that Visiting Party shall exercise the periods of possession and access under the terms and conditions as set forth in this order and while this order is in effect it supersedes all other Court Ordered visitation.

Appointment of a Monitor and Duration of Appointment


The Court appoints The Monitor to supervise certain periods of possession and access to the child by Visiting Party.  


This appointment and these Orders of Visitation shall continue as to each child until the child is 18 years of age, is otherwise emancipated, or until further Order of the Court, whichever event occurs first.

Frequency and Duration of Visits


Visiting Party shall have the right to visit the child for one (1), two-hour period each calendar week and ______________________________________________________ _____________________________________________________________________________, upon the following terms and conditions.
Terms and Conditions of Possession

(a)
Each period of possession shall be monitored at all times by The Monitor. The Monitor may record all visitation and exchanges by electronic methods.

(b)
Each period of possession shall take place at the offices of The Monitor (or may take place off site provided____________________________________, upon approval of the Monitor.

(c)
Each period of possession shall take place at any and all times mutually agreed in advance by The Monitor, Visiting Party and Custodial party.  In the absence of such agreement, to schedule a visit, the Visiting Party must contact The Monitor, by telephone call or in writing, received by The Monitor at least 48 hours before the requested time for a visit.  Upon receiving the request, The Monitor will coordinate the visit by (a) confirming that there is space available at The Monitor’s office at the time requested for the visit (b) contacting the Custodial party to confirm the visit and (c) scheduling the exact time that the visit is to begin.  The Monitor shall then contact the Visiting Party and the Custodial Party to confirm the time for the visit.  

(d)
Generally, each period of possession shall take place no earlier than 9:00 a.m. and end no later than 7:00 p.m. on Saturday or Sunday or other day as approved.  Periods of possession can also be arranged for Wednesday, Thursday, or Fridays.  No period of possession shall be permitted during the hours in which the child is in school.  The term ‘school’ means the primary or secondary school in which the child is enrolled.  The Monitor is not required to schedule visits during hours that The Monitor is ordinarily closed or on holidays observed by The Monitor.

(e)
All Parties and children must complete and application and orientation at Angel House and must to follow all guidelines, polices, and procedures, including fees.
(f)
In the event that the Visiting Party does not appear for a scheduled period of possession within twenty (20) minutes after the scheduled visitation period, the Monitor shall have the right to terminate the scheduled visitation period and may contact the Custodial Party to collect the child. 

(g)
Other than as permitted by Court Order, Visiting Party shall have no other physical or verbal contact with the child.

(h)
The Court’s Orders and any rules promulgated by The Monitor shall govern each period of possession.  The Monitor is authorized by the Court to terminate any visitation period if the Visiting Party’s conduct becomes disruptive, creates any type of dangerous situation, or violates any of the conditions of this Order.  In that event, The Monitor shall provide the court, the attorneys, and the parties a written notification of the termination and the reasons for terminating the visitation.

Reports, Fees, Miscellaneous

(a)
The Monitor shall make a written report of the supervised possessions and maintain the report for review by the Court at the Court’s request.

(b)
Each Party shall pay ½ of the fees assessed by The Monitor.  All fees are due and payable by the first of each month. 

(c)
Each Party shall provide The Monitor with the respective Party’s address, home phone number and work phone number.  If a Party changes the address or phone numbers, that Party must report the new information to The Monitor within 48 hours of any changes.  The Custodial Party shall give The Monitor a phone number where Custodial Party can be called during any visitation that is supervised by The Monitor.

(d)
Each party shall contact The Monitor within two (2) business days of the signing of this Order.  The Attorneys for the parties are Ordered to provide a copy of this Order to The Monitor.
